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Year 3 Settling in Survey

A couple of weeks ago, | visited all the classes in Year 3 to ask our youngest
children how they feel they have settled into life in the junior school. For the first
time, all the children completed a Google form and they were, as you would
expect, brilliant with the technology!

There were 80 responses (44 boys and 36 girls). 95% of the children said they
enjoy coming to school and 97% said they feel happy and safe in school. Every
child (100%) thinks that behaviour is good and 97% said that the other children in
school are friendly. Every child likes their teacher and believe our teachers are
kind and fair. 99% believe their teacher helps them if they have a problem or a
worry. Nearly 98% told me they learn a lot in class and that their work is ‘just right’
(not far too hard or far too easy). 96% said that they would know what to do if they
were treated badly or unfairly (NOT that they had been!) and 97% know how to
keep themselves safe online.

Thank you very much to all our Year 3 children for providing me with great
feedback, which | have passed in full to Mrs Woods and the Year 3 team.
