1. First of all draw over the red outlines on the transfer sheet with your pencil.
You could just draw a big oval instead of all the fiddly leaves for a quicker
project, but the leaves do make a really useful painting guide.

2. Next, position the transfer sheet upside down onto your page, then scribble
very firmly and evenly over the back to reveal the template underneath!
Magic!

3. Using your coloured pencils, go over the pale fransfer lines. Press quite hard
as you need to still see the lines when you paint over them. Don't worry about
the leaves around the frame, we will paint them later. Don't forget to watch
the video for my ‘how fto draw roses’ fip!

4. Now if's fime to add the paint. With the leaves around the border, use the
tip of your brush o form leaf-like shapes working in one direction and then the
next.

5. Next, using a darker green, start to paint in the other leaves and stalks
following your transferred lines and making sure the paint is nice and dark.

6. Carry on adding colour as you go, working in a patchwork way, so each
section has time to dry before adding the adjacent colour. Make sure the
colours are nice and strong, but you can still see the pencil lines underneath.

7. Once all the paint is dry, add your coloured pencil details, use a nice
dark red pencil fo accentuate the roses, then add details to Juliet’s
dress, Romeo’s outfit and to the balcony.

8. When you're adding the faces, have a good look at my example
below and use a brown rather than black pencil o keep the features
soft. You might like to add pink cheeks too?

9. Using a white pencil to add white veins to the darker leaves is really
effective.

10.1f you do have a white gel pen, try adding dots and highlights. It really
mol)<es the painting come alive (this can also be done with white paint
too).

11.Finally, you might like to add flowers to your border. Of course, if you
have not fransferred the leaves, you can be really creative and paint
whatever leaves and flowers you like!

1. Paint a paper plate — one half light blue, one half dark blue.
2. Flick gold paint onto the dark blue.

3. Use different tones of blue watercolour to paint waves on a
piece of paper.

4. Use blue crayons and felt tips to cover another piece of
paper in blue waves.

5. Copy out extracts from The Tempest (you could use our
‘Short Shakespeare Tale — The Tempest’ which includes some
Shakespeare quotes) onto light and dark blue paper.

6. Rip the painted, coloured and written paper into strips.

7. Stick the ends of the strips on the light blue painted area of
the paper plate (overlap them).

8. Draw a ship on black card and cut it out.

9. Stick the ship in the waves.

Use these instructions alongside the reference materials

to create fabulous Elizabethan portraits. You can also
watch a step by step art class video from children’s
ilustrator, Jennie Maizels, in our video resources section.

1. Start by painting the two faces (you can print these from our resources
and cut them out). Work dark colours to light colours, painting the features
& hair first then working on the flesh tones...
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2. Next, add further details (hair, eyes, cheek colours etc.) using coloured
pencils and then cut out the faces carefully.

3. Next, draw the shape of their bodies by positioning the doilies and the
faces on your page and drawing the bodies in using pencil with everything
temporarily in place.

4. Removing the faces and doilies, you can now paint their clothes,
looking at the reference and planning the look of their costumes.

5. You may want to paint in costume details or you may want to use
white/metallic pens as | have done.

6. Once you are happy with the costumes, position the doilies and faces
and stick down using a glue stick.

7. Feel free to add embellishments, crowns, jewels efc. using sequins.
