The water-boy reported, “I was
just getting on with my daily routines of collecting water for the
workers, when | was distracted by the commotion of Mr Carter trying
to get into the tomb.” Furthermore, an Egyptian Official who was
overseeing the project of finding Tutankhamun tomb stated that Mr
Carter had ordered his workers to refill the staircase so that Lord
Carnarvon could witness the discovery. Lord Carnarvon released a
statement before setting off for Egypt, “we are excited about the
prospect of the tomb being filled with great treasures and history to
enrich our knowledge of the Ancient Egyptians.”
